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3 - Existing Tech Prep pathways must transition by submitting a CTE-26, a CTE POS and a signed CTE POS Assurance page.





2 – Existing CTE programs never approved as Tech Prep must transition to Tech Prep by submitting a CTE-26, a (CTE)/Tech Prep POS and a signed CTE/Tech Prep POS Assurance page.





1 – All NEW programs must be approved as a Tech Prep program by submitting a CTE-26, a CTE/Tech Prep POS and a signed CTE/Tech Prep POS Assurance page.





All programs must have an approved Career-Technical Education (CTE)/Tech Prep Program of Study (POS) by FY2013.


With an approved Ohio CTE/Tech Prep POS, the program is an approved CTE/Tech Prep Program.  Once approved, the program is on a five (5) –year approval cycle.  All CTE/Tech Prep programs must resubmit all documentation every five (5) years based on the  date of approval.


(NOTE: This time line provides a quick overview and reminder that new and existing CTE and Tech Prep programs have the same requirement.)





The schedule for the transitioning of current CTE programs to Tech Prep and the transitioning of existing Tech Prep programs to this new CTE Approval (CTE-26, CTE/Tech Prep POS and POS Assurances) is to be determined locally by each Career-Technical Planning District.  All transitioning of CTE Programs must be completed and approved by FY2013.
